
Weekly Vineyard IPM Scouting Summary
Report for the week of July 22, 2004

This report is a summary of weekly scouting from winegrape and juicegrape vineyards in southwest Michigan. It should
be used only as a general guide, because pests vary greatly in their abundance from site to site. Scouting your own
vineyards is the best way to know whether pest problems are developing in your farm.

Grape Berry Moth notes:
** The second generation of GBM has emerged.  Infested cluster numbers increased at many sites.  One site, Van Buren 1,
     saw an abrupt increase in infested clusters.  These increases indicate the value of scouting your own vineyard to get an 
     accurate assessment of GBM pressure and whether an insecticide spray is necessary.

Japanese Beetle Notes:

** High numbers of Japanese beetles at Van Buren 2 and Berrien 1 were reduced this week as sprays were applied at those
     sites.  All other sites have had low numbers throughout the season.

Leafhopper Notes:  
** Leafhopper numbers are still low but more nymphs are being seen now than in previous weeks.
